The minutes from the 9/22/11 meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report: Heidi said that a deposit has been made to secure the Sunset Whitney Golf Club for our “Fiesta” in March. We grossed $11, 957 from Innisbrook, but have yet to pay their bill which is about $6000. Two membership deposits were made: $490 and $1000; and only 2 magnets are left! $197 has been brought in so far with recycling. $1070 has gone out so far for the teachers’ wish list. Heidi also booked “Grama Rose” on 10/25 (author of the book Simon’s Hook), and she also booked Spooktacular on 10/27 which is the Mad Scientist. 

Chair Reports:

Staff Appreciation: Holly said the September snack bar went well! She thanks everyone who helped. Her next event will be on Wednesday, November 16th; it will be a soup luncheon during conference week. Holly will send out an email requesting help the first week of November. 

Spiritiwear: Others reported that Trish is working on designs for the guys. It was suggested that we scroll down on the menu to look for options when shopping for spiritwear. Trish will work on improving the website.

Jogathon: Mike reported that we grossed $4143, the second highest amount we’ve had with a Jogathon! He hasn’t yet expensed it out. Awards were yesterday. Thanks Mike! 

Innisbrook: Kim has done an awesome job with Innisbrook; thank you Kim!!! WE ARE NOW LOOKING FOR SOMEONE NEW TO TAKE OVER AS CHAIR OF INNISBROOK. Are you the one? If so, please contact Rich Boone, president, at rboone95677@gmail.com. Kim had to announce that because of other obligations she will no longer be able to work on this. Kim reported that we made almost $6000 this year! Way to go!

Garden: Kim also said that now it will be Holly Bray taking over as Garden chair.

Box tops: Andrea has collected 4000 box tops so far ($400), and she has 5 classes still to count. She has a goal for us of $2500 and will have 2 more events this year. Andrea explained that there is less interest in the upper grades. Jennifer offered to discuss this with the Student Senate, and to have them pass the word on to collect. Also, Denny can do daily reminders.

Red Ribbon/DARE: Don has the bracelets for next week! He also has the certificates ready to go for the kids to sign. Denny suggested to Don that he have cover sheets with the certificates in the teachers’ boxes. Don will decorate the school with ribbons. Jennifer will help with the delivery to the teachers. Emily can make posters!

Scrip/escrip: Teresa said that for the month of August, escrip brought in $128. With scrip, we are transitioning from a national to a local vendor. The main change here is that we will no longer have gas cards. They only gave the school ½ to 1% anyway… Emily said the Safeway card is great because it can be used for gas as well as for groceries! Good point. The total amount brought in from September to current in scrip is $6320 in sales, for a profit of $274. We now have the Savemart shares cards. Belair brought in $54 in September and $30 in October. The scrip website is now linked to the home page. Teresa said that the promo she’s been running has been received well; we had $2000 in orders just this week! Keep up the good work, Teresa.

Fiesta: Lisa announced that the crab feed has officially been changed; its new name is the Parker Whitney Fiesta! Ole! It will be held on Friday, March 9th, 2012, at the Sunset Whitney Golf Club. The Mexican buffet will include a fajita bar, tacos, enchiladas, etc. The cost will be $50 for 2 tickets and 2 drink tickets, or $30 for 1 ticket and 1 drink ticket. The actual cost is $23.50/person and we were able to waive the $1300 room fee. This means we are making a minimum of $1.50/person for every attendee. Lisa has committees started for: advertising/promo, raffle, baskets (Tammy Zianno and Laura Woodward), tickets, and seating. She reports that Sunset Whitney is very cooperative and excited to have us back. To quote Lisa, “it’s all good”.

Old Business: Spaghetti feed/fundraiser? Denny may ask the teachers if they are interested in serving. If so, this would take place at the beginning of the next school year, and we would plan it the spring beforehand. Denny will check that the A/C is on then! 

New Business: Kim explained that there is a $20 coupon from Staples; Teresa and Andrea immediately showed interest in this and decided to share it for their flyers.
